1. Initial Preparation: Prayer

5. Jot down a rough outline

6. Launch into a word study of key words

a. The importance of commonly used words
(grace, peace, apostle, saints, justification)

b. The importance of rarely used words

c. The importance of key phrases (grace and
peace, the word of truth, etc.)

d. The importance of purpose statements,
challenges, and commands.

Tip: Develop a retrieval system (electronic, file
folders, etc.)  “It does not matter how you file
it as long as you can find it.”

When combined with the name Jesus,
the two word name Jesus Christ is saying Yeshua is the
Messiah.  Even more accurately people would say
“Jesus of Nazareth is the Messiah.”
